or causes a communication with another in furtherance of the scheme or
artifice.

Oklahoma

Any person who knowingly, and with intent to injure, defraud or deceive
any insurer, makes any claim for the proceeds of an insurance policy
containing any false, incomplete or misleading information is guifty of a
felony.

California

Any person who knowingly makes an application for motor vehicle insur-
ance coverage containing any statement that the applicant resides or is
domiciled in this state when, in fact, that applicant resides or is domiciled
in a state other than this state, is subject to criminal and civil penalties.
